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SuiteFactory is now faster .
Many features, such as, Manage DNC Files, that used to take 10-15 seconds to load the first time is now down to 1-2 
seconds.  Switching between Resource Collection – less a second!  After the first time using the build-in DNC file 
editor files open lightning fast.  This goes for the NC Editor also.

Multi-stage Signoff and Approval
We have added special new advanced multi-stage. Sign-Off and Approval features to SuiteFactory.  Instead of a 
DNC file, Document, or Packet being simply Unapproved or Approved, you can now configure SuiteFactory to follow 
your company’s system of stages to approval.  Here’s an example:  A new DNC file, must go through several steps 
until it is finally approved for production.  It starts off as a new Unapproved Master file.  It is downloaded to a CNC and 
its status changes to Test.  The engineer along with the machine operator makes any changes necessary on the shop 
floor and its status becomes Conditionally approved.  It is signed off by QC and Engineering Management and it is 
finally Approved.

You, the end user, can configure you own status stages for DNC files, Documents and Packets.  You can also set 
up approval templates which assign either individuals or members of groups and in what order that must be followed 
to sign off a DNC file, Document or Packet to move it to the next stage toward approval.  For example, you can set up 
that any member of the QC group can sign off a file followed by the Engineering Manager to get final approval.

Improved Machine Event Monitoring
Built-in SuiteCharts eliminates requirement for using Excel. Added Upload and Download charts in addition to the 
machine utilization charts.  Advanced filtering for reports added.  You can now choose timespans such as Today, 
Yesterday, This Week, Last Week etc.   Multiple charts for serveral machines can be displayed at the same time.

Vastly Improved Behavior when Connection to the Database is 
Interrupted
Modified all SuiteFactory executables that access the database so that when they detect a failure of a database 
connection, the top-level client executables (User Runtime, Maintenance Engine, and under some conditions 
Communications Engine) shut down all of the server executables (Communications Helper, NC Editor, Serial Port 
Validator, Message Manager), and return to initial set up mode to periodically test for valid access to the configured 
database and offer the user the choice of closing the program, choosing a different SuiteFactory database, or waiting 
for the database to become available again.

Automated Recovery of License and Activation Key
SuiteFactory now stores a copy of your License and Activation Key files in your database support folder so if for any 
reason the license become invalidated SuiteFactory will silently try to reactivate it.

Did you know that…
…you can configure multiple Named Databases – You might wish to create more than one SuiteFactory database 
for many reasons and certain users that need to switch from one to another depending on the job they are doing.  For 
example, you might want your SuiteDNC database to be independent from SuiteDOCs; or because of great 
differences in search criteria for different kinds of documents, you must have different databases.  Now users have the 
ability to give multiple SuiteFactory databases meaningful names and the ability to switch between them without their 
workstation becoming unregistered.  

If you want to start SuiteFactory attached to a specific database you can now use a command line argument, /dbname 
in the shortcut icon properties target field:  SuiteFac.exe /dbname “your database  name”.  

…we support Citrix Server Farms – If you deploy SuiteFactory via a Citrix Server Farm you can register 
SuiteFactory to a Citrix Server Farm made up of multiple servers as if they were one as far as the clients are 
concerned.  

…we supply SuiteCables – Fully shielded, industrial grade, modular cables with shielded SuiteModules to adapt to 
any CNC’s RS-232 or Ethernet port.

…we support wireless:  We supply the MOXA family of wireless RS-232 device servers as our choice for wire free 
installations.  Industrial grade, 5 year warranty, 802.11g, high speed units with built in WEP and WPA security.  Unlike 
some competitive units, they fully pass all US, Canadian and European requirements including the RoHS directive.  
They come with 1 or 2 RS-232 ports and have 10MB input buffers to guard against any data loss.  

The wireless device servers can be installed externally or internally using our Internal Kit which includes Antenna, 
Internal Interface Adapter Module and all the necessary bits and pieces of hardware or externally with our External 
Kit which includes shielded SuiteCable with SuiteModules and all the necessary bits and pieces necessary for 
external mounting.

…in SuiteDocs/SuitePacs/SuiteTraveler – You can drag and drop your uncontrolled Windows folder tree into 
SuiteFactory to automatically create a database controlled virtual file cabinet that exactly matches your Windows tree 
or you can take Windows folders and drag then into SuiteFactory to automatically create a Packet.
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…in SuiteDocs/SuitePacs/SuiteTraveler – You can have child packets.  In other words, you can put packets inside 
packets so, for example, you can create a master packet for a product with several operations.  Each of those 
operations can be defined in its own packet and those packets can be make sub-packets (child packets) of the main 
(parent) packet.

…all deleted or edited files get stored in the SuiteFactory Archive – Anytime you delete a file it get saved in the 
archive.  Anytime you edit a file, the original get saved in the archive.  User with the right to do so can manage this 
archive in order to retrieve deleted files or to purge this database of unwanted files.

…that you can use remote requests in older CNC’s that do not have full keyboards by editing SuiteFactory’s 
Remote Request Commands for that CNC – For example, Fanuc 6M’s do not have open and close parens on the 
keyboard.  So, you can change the command delimiter from ( to D.  You can change the command GET to just L if 
you want.   So to request a DNC file from that CNC you would edit the dummy program O1111, for example, with the 
line D L file_name <EOB>.  The file_name would most likely have to be a number.  By doing it this way you don’t have 
to enter the entire line each time you have to change the file_name.  The Fanuc will allow you to edit the L number 
alone.  If it were enclosed in parens like a regular comment Fanucs (even new ones) make you reenter the whole line.  
So, you might want to use this method for new Fanucs too.

Monitoring part cycle time and  machine utilization is easy using SuiteFactory’s built-in utility to add DPRNT 
start and end statements to your existing library of part program files.  For all Macro B (or equivalent) capable 
CNC’s there is nothing more to do then have the utility add the DPRNT START event  at the beginning of the 
program and the DPRNT END event at the end of the program.

You can configure SuiteFactory to add your own event monitoring requirements, such as, displaying current 
tool, outputting probe measurements, current machine status (Auto, Single, Hold, Program Hold, in Edit) or 
any of the CNC’s built-in variables capable of being output via a DPRNT command.  

Other “events” can output by the machine operator using Remote Command files via your RS-232 or Ethernet 
port.  (or even a FACIT parallel port with our BTR module installed.)  For example the operator can Login and 
Logout of the job or the shift or send scrap part data or manually done measurements to be sent to an SPC 
system.
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You don’t have Macro B?

You can still output machine event data via Remote Commands as described in the paragraph, above, OR

We can install a SuitePLC Data Collection Module to gather part program information via m-function or any
other available hardware signals.  The SuitePLC can easily be interfaced using our Internal Interface Adapter 
Module with or without a wireless RS-232 connection.

There is no one size fits all solution to data collection but SuiteFactory comes close .  Each machine is 
different.  Each N/C or CNC is different.  Each shop’s requirements are different.  We’ve worked with Haas, 
Daewoo and Fanuc to implement automatic machine status collection for a U.S. Army facility in Pennsylvania 
and elsewhere where they provided machine status signals per our specification. 

At a large industrial parts supplier in New England we are using DPRNT Macro B commands on 48 machines.  
At another company we have 26 machines being monitored and many more to add.  In these industries, 
seconds count.  Using SuiteFactory’s Machine Event Monitoring option, they are able to determine exact 
cycle and idle times and can find discrepancies or immediately determine how well any program changes are 
working.
A large manufacturer of precision miniature hydraulic and electro-fluidic parts for the aerospace and medical 
instrument industries is using SuiteFactory Machine Event Monitoring with DPRNT statements to capture 
probe measurements.  Every day reports are generated for the QC department saving hours of manual labor.  

Additional companies have begun implementing SuiteMonitoring in order to monitor day-to-day shop floor 
operations, such as part counts and any multitude of checks and balances that if left unchecked could stop a 
company in its’ tracks.
